ABOUT THE PROGRAM

AmeriCorps National Civilian Community Corps
(NCCC) is a federal team-based national service
program for young adults between the ages of 18
and 24. Members serve a full-time, fen-month term,
serving on projects, typically 6-8 weeks in length, to
meet community needs in five main service areas:
natural and other disasters, energy conservation,
environmental stewardship and conservation,
infrastructure improvement, and urban and rural
development.

WHO WE SERVE

Those eligible to apply are nonprofit organizations,
government entities (federal, state or local),
educational institutions, neighborhood
associations, Native American Tribal Councils, and
community-based or faith-based organizations.

e Provided one 15 passenger van per feam with
fuel covered by AmeriCorps NCCC.

e Trained in leadership, team building, diversity,
service learning, disaster response, and much
more!

e Insured by the Federal Tort Claims Act & Federal
Employees’ Compensation Act.
